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Procedure for dealing with a Power cut 
Policy statement

If there is a power cut while the children are at Alphabets, the following procedure will be followed:   

Procedure
· Manager and staff to ensure children are happy and safe. If possible, staff to take them in the garden.   
· Manager to check with Parish Council office for any information regarding the loss of power. They will ring Electric company for information & let us know.
· Manager to check the fuse box in the Scouts cupboard (key in grey key box by main door) and reset if necessary.

· If power will be off for more than one hour, Manager to telephone parents/carers to collect the children. If unable to contact immediately, keep trying & a minimum of 2 staff to stay with the children until they are collected.

· Torches & lanterns are located in store cupboard to illuminate hall if needed.

· Water heater is electric so there will be no hot water after tank has emptied.

· Once the children are safely off the premises, staff to pack away and go home. 
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
